Plugin Image

Introduced in version 3.0 as Experimental. Deprecated in version 5.0

This Wiki Plugin displays an image or configured image element or a series of them. Images can
be identified by URL address, file gallery ID number or image gallery ID number. An image
element or block consists of the image itself, space around the image, the title of the image (if
specified) and an icon for enlarging the image, all surrounded by a border (unless the border is
turned off).
